Promote greater awareness and mobilize support of all relevant stakeholders, 

including the public at large, for the equal representation of women and men in 

political decision-making; 

Create forums for the exchange of information, good practices, and lessons learned

for the promotion of women in political decision-making involving all stakeholders on 

a national and EU level; 

Develop and strengthen the capacity of women’s organizations and NGOs to 

mobilize support and advocate for parity democracy;

Encourage voters, particularly women, to be involved in European politics and in 

particular in the European elections 2014; 

Evaluate the political parties’ commitment to gender equality in view of the 

European Parliament elections 2014.
